WALT: Write a set of rules or guidelines for travelling safely to and from
school on a chosen mode of transport

Definition

A rule is a statement that tells you what you can and can’t do. Rules apply to laws
that the government set right down to games that you play. Rules are often designed
to keep you safe or show you the best way to do something.
