A Venn Diagram is a tool designed to compare two things, two people, two events or
two issues.

What to do?

In each circle you place a different topic. For each topic you write what is different
about it compared to the other topic, and then in the middle, where the two circles
overlap, you write what those two topics have in common. That is, what is similar (or
the same).
