We have been making great progress on the Tamaki Drive
Shared Path over the past couple of weeks. Removing
the traffic islands near the Vellenoweth Green to help the
traffic flow. Removing the old footpath and kerbstones on
the beach side of Tamaki Drive, and pouring the channel
progressively this week.

Once the concrete has been poured and asphalt laid, we
will be able to reduce our work area and release some
parking spaces back for public use.
